With the Citrix software downloaded on any machine students can access our system with all the software and each student’s data.
This new technology gives us two 
great  opportunities
 for both home and school.  
At school and home, students will be able to use a variety of computer makes and models to access our system through the internet.  At home, any machine with an internet connection can have the software downloaded to it and then they will be able to access our system.
The instructions for properly 
downloading  the
 software in order to create this portal on any computer are explained in this brochure.  On the back side you will find a breakdown of potential specs if you happen to be looking at the purchase of a personal use computer for your student.
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Downloading Citrix
Follow these steps in order to create a successful portal for all future visits.  Once the software is installed on that machine there
 
will be no need to carry out this process and you will only need to log in as normal.
Steps:
Establish an internet connection to the machine (desktop or laptop).
Go to the Chinooks Edge School Division web site (http://www.chinooksedge.ab.ca) and scroll down to the bottom to a series of links.  Select the “virtual desktops” link which will take you to the portal for Citrix.  At this time, you may want to drag this URL address to your desktop or save this page to your favorites for quick access back to this portal link in the future.
Have the students use their typical username and password that they log in with at school.
Upon log-in, a Citrix application desktop will appear in your web browser.  For initial use you will want to refer to the right-hand side of this desktop.  A list of downloadable client software will appear and you will need to choose the correct software for your machine.  If using a Windows OS machine select the Windows 
Client  or
 MAC Client if using an Apple computer.
Upon choosing the correct link for your machine, you will be asked to “run” or “save” the software.  Choose “save” and have this downloaded to your machine.  This may take several minutes.  Once the software package is downloaded, you will want to run 
it  in
 order to install it permanently on the machine.  Just click on the downloaded item and the install should begin on its own.  Depending on your machine, different dialog boxes may appear.  At some point a warning dialog box may appear asking if you want to 
grant  access
 to all drives through the virtual desktop.  The answer is “full access”.  This will allow the user the ability while in the virtual to work through their drives and see the local hard drive in order to pull a file from the physical computer into the virtual computer.
You can disconnect from the virtual computer at anytime 
using  the
 typical shut down of application methods.  You can also just walk away from the virtual and it will close down the portal after one hour and completely disconnect after 2 hours.  The advantage of this remote computer is to have your portal working and then re-establish your connection somewhere else and never skip a beat because your computer is exactly where you left it on 2 different machines.
For future visits to the virtual machine you will only need to log in on the left-hand side of Citrix browser desktop.
